· Cork 1720 Class rules will apply, including class crew weight limits. (Rule C.2.3 does not apply).  Competing yachts must be fully paid up members of the class association and display the current year membership stern sticker.
· This notice of race (except as any of these are altered by the sailing instructions)

Entries

The number of participating yachts is not limited.

Competitors may enter by completing the attached entry form and sending them with the appropriate entry fees

The standard entry fee will be: GBP £135.00

The standard entry fee closes Friday 4th September. Late entries will be accepted subject to an extra 25% late entry fee.

Berthing
Berthing is not included in the entry fee. Boats travelling from other premier marinas are entitled to berth free of charge for up to two nights dependant on their contract. Please call the Duty Manager 01273 819919 to discuss your launching requirements and berthing.

Scoring

The low-point scoring system will apply.
Discards – If 8 or 9 races are sailed 1 discard will be applied. If 7 races or less are sailed there will be no discards.
Equipment
All equipment to be carried in accordance with the class rules with the addition of a VHF radio. Course details and other important information may be announced by VHF radio on channel 77.

Courses
Windward-leeward type courses will be sailed.

Penalties
Rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe is required.

Penalties arising from protests will be at the discretion of the protest committee. This changes RRS 64.1a.

Entertainment
The race committee has included a complimentary barrel of beer and a meal to be served to all competitors on Thursday and Friday evenings (see event schedule).

Live music will be provided Friday evening.
