1.0
RULES
1.1
Racing will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of the RYA, Notice of Race, the 1720 Class Rules and these Sailing Instructions.  In the case of conflict these Sailing Instructions will prevail.

2.0 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board in the Brighton Marina Yacht Club.

3.0 CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
3.1
Any changes in Sailing Instructions will, if possible, be posted two hours before the advertised starting time of the race.  Displaying the relevant International Code flags on the Brighton Marina Yacht Club Flagstaff and/or Committee Boat will indicate RRS Race Signals.  It is the responsibility of each yacht to report to the Brighton Marina Yacht Club/Committee Boat before the start to receive any signalled changes in Sailing Instructions.

3.2 Any change in the Schedule of Races will be posted by 2000 hrs on the day before it will take place.

4.0 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed on the flagpole at BMYC. 
5.0 SCHEDULE OF RACES
Racing is scheduled as follows:

09:55 hrs  Warning Signal

ASAP after Race 1
There will be an approximate 20 minute break between the time of the last finisher of Race 2 and the warning signal for Race 3

ASAP after Race 4

There will be an approximate 20 minute break between the time of the last finisher of Race 5 and the warning signal for Race 6

There will be an approximate 20 minute break between the time of the last finisher of Race 8 and the warning signal for Race 9

5.1     Where two or more races are sailed ‘back-to-back’ the ‘AP’ Flag will be hoisted on                                      

the conclusion of the previous race.   This will be lowered on a sound signal made, one minute prior to the next warning signal.

The Race Committee reserves the right to change the schedule of races.

CLASS FLAG


The class flag signal shall be International Code Flag F.

7.0    
RACING AREA
7.1       Attachment  A  shows the location of the racing area.

7.2
The starting line will be within 3 miles of the entrance to Brighton Marina and competitors are asked to keep a listening watch on VHF CH77 where the position of the start will be broadcast before the start time each day.  Competitors should allow sufficient time to get to the starting line, and note the low water times within the marina.  

8.0   
COURSES

Windward-leeward type courses will be sailed.
9.0
MARKS

Will be a mix of racing marks.  

Yellow pillar buoys, the approximate position of which are supplied in the Registration Pack.

Large inflatable black marks.
10.0   PROHIBITED AREAS
All yachts shall keep to the south of the bathing areas to Brighton beaches.   These areas are marked by small yellow buoys, and yachts shall not pass between or to the north of these buoys.

11.0   
 THE START
11.1
The starting line will be a staff bearing an ORANGE flag on the Committee boat and the Outer Distance Mark (ODM).

11.2    Any buoy or boat attached to the Committee Boat by a painter or lines shall be

           considered to be part of the Committee Boat for the purpose of the starting line.

11.3
The course for each race will be displayed on the Committee Boat and will          constitute the formal indication of the course to be sailed.   Every effort will given to provide additional information by radio.  In the event of different instructions occurring the Committee Boat course will prevail.

11.4    Individual recalls will be in accordance with RRS 29.2.

The Race Officer may announce over the radio if boats are over, individual boats WILL NOT be identified and announced.

11.5   General recalls will be in accordance with RRS Rule 29.3

12.     CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE      
When a race has started and there is a significant wind shift, the race officer may move one or more marks.  In the event of such a decision, attention will be drawn to the change at the start of the leg affected as follows:

International Code Flag ‘C’ over a GREEN or RED flag will be flown, indicating that the new course lies to the STARBOARD or PORT respectively of the previous bearing.  RRS 33 and Race Signals are changed in that intermittent sound signals to draw attention to the change will also be made.
13.     THE FINISH
13.1   The finishing line will be between a staff bearing an ORANGE flag on a  

Committee  Boat  and the Finishing Mark.

14.0
PENALTIES

14.1
Rules 44.1 and 44.1 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe is required.

14.2
Penalties arising from protests will be at the discretion of the protest committee.   This changes RRS 64.1a. 
15.0    TIME LIMIT

Rule 35 is changed in that the time limit will be 20 minutes after the first boat to sail the course and finish.   Boats finishing after the time limit will be scored DNF.   The time limit for the leading boat shall be 90 minutes. 
16.0
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

16.1
It is the responsibility of the protestor to inform the protested of his intention to protest.
16.2
It is the responsibility of the protestor to inform the protested of both time and the place of the hearing.
16.3
Protests shall be in writing on the RYA protest form and be logged with the Race Officer within 2 hours of the finish of the last race of the day, as per RRS 61.3.

16.4
VALID protests shall be heard as soon as possible after racing.
16.5
Yachts protesting or acknowledging an infringement shall report the same to the main Committee Vessel on VHF Channel 77 or hail and shall wait to receive an acknowledgement.
17.0    SCORING SYSTEM

17.1
The low point scoring system A1 will apply.
17.2
Discards – If 8 or 9 races are sailed 1 discard will be applied.  If 7 races or less are sailed there will be no discards.

17.3
Nine races are scheduled of which five shall be completed to constitute the series.

18.0
SAFETY REGULATIONS  

 18.1   PERSONAL BUOYANCY

If Code Flag ‘Y’ is flown from the Clubhouse, Committee Boat or starting gantry on the west arm then all crew must wear personal buoyancy, minimum flotation of 150N.  Failure to do so will result in disqualification for that race.  Wetsuits do not constitute adequate personal buoyancy.

19.0
YACHTS RETIRING
19.1
Any yacht which, having started, retires from a race or does not complete the race for any reason, must notify the Race Committee by VHF radio Channel 77 or hail and await acknowledgement.

19.2
All craft must have a suitable engine and fuel to reach the marina in prevailing conditions.

20.
ADVERTISING

Boats shall display advertising supplied by the organising authority as follows;


Bow stickers supplied by the sponsor Sussex Yachts Limited.

21.
TRASH DISPOSAL
Boats shall not put trash in the water.   Trash may be placed aboard support and race committee boats.

22.
RADIO COMMUNICATION


The Race Committee may use VHF Radio Channel 77 to make announcements.

Acknowledgement may be given to competitors but Visual Signals will prevail at all times.

23.
RESULTS

A provisional list of results will be posted and displayed on the official notice board as soon as possible after racing for each day.   

These results will be declared final, subject to protests, one hour from the time of posting. 

The final results will be sent to all competitors.
