NOTICE OF RACE
The Organising Authority is the Brighton Marina Yacht Club
RULES
The Regatta will be governed by;

a) The rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing
b) The Laser SB3 Class Rules 2009 and any subsequent amendments,

herein referred to as the Class Rul e s , and the organi
Instructions.
C) In the event of any conflict, the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.

All competing yachts must comply with the Brighton Marina byelaws and the
International Regulations for the Prevention of Collisions at Sea (IRPCS).
Class rule C.5.1 (6) is amended to read:

One outboard engine, of minimum weight 11kg when empty of fuel, which

shall be stored in location designated by the LIC when not in

use. One outboard bracket, as supplied by the LM, which may only be
modified to accept different engine types, a minimum of 4lts of

fuel in a plastic container when measured upon leaving the shore and a fire
extinguisher.

Changes to the Notice of Race will be posted on the Class website and on the
Event Notice Board located within the Brighton Marina Yacht Club Clubhouse.

ADVERTISING

The event is designated Category C.

Boats may be required to display advertising on its hull and/or sails chosen by
the event organiser in accordance with ISAF advertising code. Any required
advertising material will be distributed upon entry confirmation.

Boats may be required to display bow identification numbers.
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3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 The Championship is open to all boats of the Laser SB3 class.

3.2 Eligible boats may enter by completing the online entry form available at the
event web site. www.bmyc.org.uk

3.3 Having completed their entry entrants will be sent a confirmation e mail which
should be returned, together with the required fee as directed on the entry
form.

3.4  Entries will not be confirmed until full payment is received and the national
association has confirmed paid membership.

3.5 Late entries will be accepted up to 0930 on Wednesday 1% September on
payment of the Late Entry Fee.

4. ENTRY FEE

Required fees are as follows:
a) Entry Fee - £ 290.
b) Late Entry Fee — The entry fees for all payments received after 1%'.August
2010 shall be £ 350 inclusive of VAT.
C) The entry fee includes:
- Craning in/out
- Berthing
- Trailer parking
-Car parking (one per boat) in designated
- Welcome ceremony
- Event T shirt (3 per boat)
- £ 50 Holiday voucher from Neilson Active Holidays.
- Entry into holiday prize draw.
- Entry to Gill happy hour
- After race snack
d) A discounted entry fee of £ 270 is available for all boats completing their entry
before 1 July 2010

5. SCHEDULE

5.1 Registration:
Tuesday 31% August — from 0900 to 1700 hrs and 1830 to 2000 hrs
Wednesday 1% September — from 0800 to 0930 hrs
5.2  Dates of Racing:
Racing will take place on Wednesday 1% to Saturday 4™ September 2010.
5.3  Number of Races:
The Championship will comprise up to 12 races.

One additional race may be sailed each day, provided that the number of
races sailed is no more than two races ahead of schedule.
There will be no race started after 1300 on Saturday 4" September

REGISTRATION and MEASUREMENT

At registration each boat shall produce:

a) A Class Equipment Checklist, signed by the member sailing on the boat,
including confirmation that the boat has been weighed within the twenty four
months prior to the event and any required lead has been added, or pay £50
for a weighing check.

b) All crews shall be weighed at registration in accordance with the Class
Rules. Each crew member shall produce photo identification (passport or
Driving Licence will generally be accepted).

c) A completed insurance declaration.

Boats and equipment may be inspected at any time during the Regatta in
accordance with the Class Rules. Random spot checks on the water are
planned.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions may be available in advance on the BMYC and Laser SB3
websites and will be available at registration.

VENUE

The venue will be the Brighton Marina Yacht Club, Brighton, Sussex and the
race area will be the waters offshore from Brighton Marina.

COURSES

The courses to be sailed will be windward / leeward with a leeward gate and
windward spreader mark.
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SCORING

A total of three races are required to constitute a regatta.

a) When fewer than 7 races have been completed, a boat’ series score will
be the total of her race scores.

b) When from 7 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’ series score shall
be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

c) When 10 or more races have been completed, a boat’ series score shall
be the total of her races scores excluding her two worst scores.

PRIVATE SUPPORT BOATS

During racing, support boats shall remain more than 100 metres from the race
area, except when asked to assist by the Race Committee or rescue boats, or
rescuing a crew in difficulty.

BERTHING

All boats must be launched by 0930 on Wednesday 1° September, and
berthed in their assigned places in Brighton Marina.

Boats may be berthed up to 5 deep on pontoons, so owners are requested to
equip their boats with adequate fenders and warps to safely secure them.

HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS

Except for weighing, boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta, except
with the prior written permission of the race committee.

Cleaning of boats below the waterline is not permitted without similar
permission.

DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS

Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not
be used between the preparatory signal of the first race and the end of the
regatta.

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while
racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This
restriction also applies to mobile phones.

PRIZES

Prizes will be given to the top three boats in the overall results.

RIGHTS TO USE NAMES & LIKENESSES

Competitors automatically grant the Organising Authorising and the Laser SB3
Class Association without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and
show any motions pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of
or relating to the event.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and
nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else
reduces this responsibility.

It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which
she will find herself. By launching or going to sea, the boat confirms that she
is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and compete in
them.

Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor
will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal
injury, however, it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in
racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the
event, and include the Organising Authority, the Race Committee, the Race
Officers, patrol boats, sponsors and beach masters.

The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.

INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance
with a minimum cover of £2,000,000 per event or the equivalent.

Village. Cross the racecourse and continue down the hill following the signs
to the Marina Village where you will be signposted to the holding area.

By Bus

Brighton & Hove bus service operates a number 7 bus approximately every
15 minutes, from Brighton town centre to the marina village 24 hours a day.

The nearest mainline station is Brighton with regular connections to London,
Gatwick, Southampton and Portsmouth.

By Air

Brighton is within easy reach of Heathrow and Gatwick international airports.
Shoreham airport is available for private light aircraft

By Ferry

Brighton is within twenty minutes drive of Newhaven ferry port and within one
and a half hours easy drive of both Portsmouth and Dover ferry ports

LAUNCHING AND BERTHING

Launching facilities will be available at Brighton Marina on Tuesday 31
August, between 09:00 and 16:00. Any launching required outside this time
must be arranged by the entrant at his or her own cost via a local yard.

The entry fee includes the cost of berthing at Brighton Marina between 09:00
on Tuesday 31% August and 1900 on Saturday 4™ September.

WEIGHING OF BOATS

It is strongly recommended that owners have weighed their boats before
arrival in Brighton as availability of facilities is not guaranteed.

It is the intention of the Class to provide an opportunity for owners to get their
boats weighed using the Class Scales. The scales will be available from noon
Tuesday 31% August until 1700 on Saturday 4™ September. Class measurers
may be available during this period for full certification. Further information will
be released on the Class website prior to the event or on arrival.
